 How did the Jews respond, and what does this show about them? (18–20) What did Jesus mean in verse 19? (21) Why is this the only miraculous sign he gave?

5.
 Why did Jesus not entrust himself to people who believed in him based on his miracles? (23–25) What does it mean that “he knew what was in each person”? (Jer17:9) How is this related to his clearing the temple?
