 What kind of man was John the Baptist? (7–15) How did his life and ministry fulfill prophecy? Why was he so great? Why did Jesus teach the crowd this? What did he say about the kingdom of heaven? What should we learn from this?

 Why did Jesus compare the people of his generation to children in the marketplace? (16–19) How were Tyre and Sidon and Sodom similar? What was the mistake of the people of Korazin, Bethsaida and Capernaum? (20–24) In light of this, how should we respond to Jesus and his ministry?

4.
 Who are “the wise and learned” and the “little children”? (25–26) What does this show about God’s way of working? In light of verse 27, why is Jesus the only way?

5.
 Read verse 28. In what ways were the people of Jesus’ day weary and burdened? How are people like this today? What is Jesus’ invitation? Read verse 29. What is a yoke? What does it mean to take Jesus’ yoke? What does he want us to learn from him? What is his promise? Why is his yoke easy and his burden light? (30)
